e Grade 7 Academy students participate in all five of the main disciplines. The fee structure is in-
cluded below.

Grade 9 Academy students participate in four of the five Fine Arts disciplines. Students will now
take social studies and language arts, instead of humanities. This allows our students to be aca-
demically prepared for grade 9 provincial achievement exams, as well as to help prepare our stu-
dents for high school.
